
Suspicious Activity 
Concerning Persons 

 
 

• Going door to door in a residential area, especially if one or more 
persons goes to the rear of the residence 

 
• Waiting or loitering in front of a house or business, if business is 

closed or house unoccupied 
 

• Forcing entrance, or entering your neighbor’s house, when it is 
unoccupied 

 
• Person running, especially if something of value is being carried 
 
• Much human traffic to and from a certain residence if it occurs on a 

daily or regular basis 
 
• Person screaming 
 
• Person loitering around cars or going car to car peering into them, 

especially in parking lots or on streets 
 
• Persons loitering around schools, parks, or secluded areas 
 
• Persons offering items for sale at a very low price 
 
• Strangers loitering or driving through a neighborhood several times 
 
• “Delivery Man” with a wrong address or one who asks if someone 

else lives there
